Meadowbrook Condo Owners Association

Biannual Meeting, January 2008

The Meadowbrook Condo Owners Association (HOA) met on January 14, 2008, 11:00 am, at the San Luis Obispo office of Farrell Smyth, 1411 Marsh St. #102.  Tony Flatos and Sonia Lopez represented Farrell Smyth (hereafter abbreviated to F/S).  Property owners present were Klara Cheung, Dr. Robert Cheung, Dr. Paul Meisel, Carol Noel (treasurer), John Noel (president), and Monica Tarzier (secretary). Dr. Harris Meisel was unable to attend due to illness. 

I. President John Noel called the meeting to order at 11:10 am, welcoming the Association and wishing everyone a happy new year. 

II. Minutes of the July 16, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved by voice vote. 

III. Carol Noel, Treasurer, presented the financial report. The Association’s available cash is down to approximately $9,000 due to heavy expenses in the last six months, such as a recent plumbing repair. She suggested that the Association continues to collect dues at the present level, because it is possible that the next six months will bring revenue in excess of expenses. 

      The Treasurer reported difficulties in bookkeeping caused by Dr. Ellen Yankauska’s late and irregular payment of dues. Email reminders have not brought compliance. Various strategies to remedy this situation were discussed, including coupon books, statements sent six months in advance, or a reassessment of penalties for lateness. By Tony Flatos’ suggestion, a letter from the Board informing Dr.Yankauskas of the difficulties her lateness causes will be drafted and sent certified mail. Problems with dues collection shall be placed in the agenda for the July meeting.

      Sonia mentioned that the backflow valve sprung a leak, repaired at the cost of $260.

      A bid for elm tree removal, by Whit’s-Turn Tree Care was reviewed. The total bid is for $1575, which includes $325 to prune and shape the ornamental pear at the right of the entrance to the complex. John Noel mentioned a tree in need of removal, possibly the same above-mentioned elm tree. He offered to email to the Owners photos of the sick tree, to make sure it is the same tree mentioned in the bid. In any case, the Association voted to obtain a second and possibly third bid. John Noel will be calling Whit’s-Turn Tree Care. An email vote will be called to decide who should do this job, and which trees should be sacrificed. 

IV. Old Business.

A. Gopher sightings and mounds appear to be no more.

B. Problem with Noel Labs parking are resolved. John Noel reported on a meeting with Dr. Citek on this issue.

C. Dues restitution has been resolved to satisfaction.

D. The Trower Report was reviewed again. The Association agrees with the Report as to the desirability of having $16,000 in available funds by the end of 2008. A discussion followed as to how to collect the additional $6,000. Dr. Paul Meisel relayed a suggestion of his brother Harris Meisel, that dues be increased. However, Tony Flatos warned that once increased, dues always stay the same, so it might be more desirable to make this a special assessment. If an Owner should wish to pay into this fund by small increments, it should be clearly stated when sending the check. Carol moved, Monica seconded, on the goal to accumulate $15,000 in reserve by the end of 2008. The method to collect these monies will be decided in the July meeting. The motion was approved by voice vote. Dr. Robert Cheung brought up the need to improve our property in order to stay competitive with the many commercial rentals in the area. Parking lot lights need to be replaced, the driveway resealed and striped, and the vegetation needs replenishing. F/S will put the resealing of the parking lot up for bids and present these in the July meeting. F/S will remind maintenance to replace burned-out bulbs and clean the gutters. Klara Cheung will schedule a walk-around to discuss landscape needs and send an email notice to Owners. Klara also mentioned to Owners to check where their properties’ water heaters are located, because hers blew out twice from being exposed to the elements. 

V. New Business

A. Association Records.  John Noel offered to keep a cabinet in his unit for storage of Association records. He will be purchasing a locking metal file cabinet and billing the Treasurer.

B. Election of 2008 Officers. The current Officers volunteered to serve another year. John Noel, Carol Noel, and Monica Tarzier were respectively reelected President, Treasurer, and Secretary.
