Meadowbrook Condo Owners Association

Annual Meeting, January 18, 2010
The Meadowbrook Condo Owners Association (HOA) met on January 18, 2010, 11:00 am, at the San Luis Obispo office of Farrell Smyth, 21 Santa Rosa Street #150.  Tony Flatos and Sonia Lopez represented Farrell Smyth (hereafter abbreviated to F/S).  Property owners present were John Noel (president), Carol Noel (treasurer), Scott Reckefus, Monica Tarzier (secretary), Dr. Robert Cheung and Klara Cheung.  Fredda Meisel and Joni Meisel and spouses sent their regrets, storm conditions in Santa Barbara making for a hazardous drive. Dr. Ellen Yankauskas was absent without proxy. 

I. President John Noel called the meeting to order at 11:15 am. He reported that the past year was uneventful, which is a good thing.
II. Minutes of the meeting dated July 27, 2009 were reviewed. John Noel moved, Scott Reckefus seconded, and the Association approved by voice vote that the minutes stand as read. John Noel reminded the group that old meeting minutes dating back to 2004, as well as old records, are now stored on site at Noel Labs.
III. Carol Noel, Treasurer, presented the financial report and offered a snapshot of the past year. She obtained a written statement from Rabobank, with a couple of small corrections, the Association’s Reserve Account now standing at $14,354.65. Dues are now approximately 7% more than expenses. 
IV. Old Business 

A. Arbor Maintenance. Vines should to be trimmed prior to painting the arbors. Trimming and painting are scheduled to be done by the end of April. 
B. The diseased tree that presented a hazard to the structure next door has been removed. Regarding further work, John Noel offered to take photos of overhanging trees in back of Building “B” prior to heading back their growth along the property line, after which Sonia will be contacting the landscape service for this job.
C. Tree damage to Building “B”. A letter to the Meaghers (neighbors in back of the Meadowbrook property), attempting to collect for damages to fence and roof of said building, was written but not delivered. Sonia apologized for this oversight. The Secretary will be composing another letter with the dates revised, to pursue this matter. 
V. New Business. 

A. Where we stand with our cash reserves. Trower Report and monthly dues.  Carol Noel moved, John Noel seconded, that the Association keep dues at the current level, to be reviewed at the next meeting.

B. Open Forum: ●A budget for 2010 was prepared by Sonia and presented for review. Several new items were noted, such as business tax and telephone service (now active, rings at the fire station). ●Unit A has no fire sprinklers, and seemingly no pull box. John will be checking Unit B for a pull box, which nobody has seen. John Noel will be calling Sylvester Alarm to update the call number.  ●John Noel mentioned that consumption of electricity remains the same despite changes in the timing of external lighting. He will look into the option of setting the lights to go off at 10 PM. ●John Noel mentioned the evidence of a slight water leakage into his ceiling tiles. He will be keeping an eye on this. ●Robert Cheung mentioned the possibility of changing external  lighting to CEFs to save power.

C. Election of Officers for 2010. Klara Cheung moved, Scott Reckefus seconded, to elect the present officers for another term. The motion was approved by voice vote. Officers remain as follows: John Noel, President, Carol Noel, Treasurer, Monica Tarzier, Secretary.
D. Meeting Schedule. Monica Tarzier reminded the group of an earlier suggestion that the Association hold a general meeting once a year and the Board meet in between. John Noel suggested that when the Board meets in July, a site walk-through would be desirable. A general murmur of agreement was heard. Thus, Association meetings for 2010 will follow this format.

E. Roof Inspection. Klara Cheung suggested that the roofs and wells be inspected. Tony Flatos suggested that Quaglino Roofing be called to perform this inspection. 

The Association is scheduled to meet again on January 17th, 2011, 11 am, at the F/S office, 21 Santa Rosa Street, San Luis Obispo. The Board is scheduled to meet on July 12th, 2010 at 11:00 am at the Condo on Morro Rd. in Atascadero and do a walk-though at that time.  
With thanks to the Board and to Farrell/Smyth for outstanding service, the meeting adjourned at 12:30 pm.
