· There has been vandalism to several cars in the complex recently.  Police reports have been filed.  The Association will ask the police department to patrol our complex more frequently.

Donna moved that the report be accepted; Ian seconded and all were in favor. 

Landscaping Report

· Bonnie continues to work with Carter on landscape issues. A plant will be installed in the area by the laundry room of Building 13. 
Unfinished Business     

· The repair and sealing of the parking lot has been postponed until the spring. We will do repairs in sections to avoid inconveniencing residents.

· The revision of the Association’s CC&Rs is ongoing.  The Board has received a draft copy and Ian and Donna reviewed it and sent the attorney some changes/revisions.  The By-Laws are also being revised.
New Business           

· The Board transferred some of our Reverse funds from RBC to Rabobank.  There is still a CD at RBC that will mature in December 2010 and at that time those funds will also be transferred to Rabobank . 

· Ian presented the proposed budget for fiscal year 2010-2011.  Monthly fees will remain the same and there will be a $200 Special Assessment due on July 1, 2010.  Donna moved that the proposed budget be accepted, Julio seconded and all were in favor.
