VISTA DEL SOL OF MORRO BAY HOMEOWNERS' ASSOCIATION

May 14, 2011
The spring meeting of the Vista Del Sol Homeowners' Association took place on May, 14, 2011 in condo number 3024.

Present at the meeting were Tony Flatos from Farrell Smyth Property Management, and Tony Barretta, Margie Pirie and Judy Tupper, Vista Del Sol HOA board members.  Board member, Dorothy Kilmer, was unable to attend the meeting.  
Tony Barretta, board president called the meting to order at 9:00 A.M.  The minutes from the February 19, 2011 meeting were read and approved.  

Tony Flatos read the financial report.  The information was current as of May 14, 2011.  Total income was $2,800.00 with expenses at $1,796.05.  Net income was $1,003.95. The ending cash balance in the operating account was $17,075.58 and the balance in the reserves was $58,931.26.  A total of $76,006.84 is available to the HOA.
While reading over the cash flow charts, Margie asked about the increase in the water costs over the past two or so months.  Tony Barretta said the increased cost was due to an undetected water leak which was brought to his attention by his wife while they were on one of their morning walks.  The matter has now been resolved.

Tony Flatos then presented the manager's  report.  Listed below are the items addressed by Farrell Smyth Management since the last board meeting.
Item 1.  In March backflows were tested by Associated Backflow Services.  The company neglected  to turn the water back on for condo 3030.  The owners of that unit called a plumber to solve the problem of no water and incurred an expense of $150.  The owners requested that the HOA reimburse them for the expense.  The HOA in turn requested Associated Backflow Services to cover the plumber's fee.  The backflow company honored the request.  

Item 2.  On March 29 the owner of condo 3038 reported a leak in the upstairs hallway.  Cencal Roofing was called out.  Repairs to a mastic split in the attic vent and to all the jacks in the unit were made.

Item 3.  On April 20 the owner of condo 3038 reported termites in the kitchen.  Brezden Pest Control performed an inspection and treated the unit.

Item 4.  Because of a water stain in the living room, condo 3040 owner reported an apparent leak.  Cencal Roofing was called to do the repairs.     
Old business was then brought to the floor by HOA president Tony Barretta.  Per instructions from the board, Dave from House Doc Construction inspected all condo balconies for safety.  Condos 3052 and 3054 will most likely need beam replacement. Other balconies could stand cosmetic work.  An estimate of all work was estimated to run  between $7,000 and $10,000.  Tony Flatos reminded board members that the condos are twenty plus years old and, with constant sea air exposure, wood balconies wear out.  It was agreed that after the meeting dismissal, those in attendance would look at the balconies of condos 3052 and 3054.  It was also suggested by Tony Flatos that Dave from House Doc be asked to return, and be more specific about the repairs and cost.  He will also be asked to have Tony Barretta accompany him on this next inspection. With a motion by Margie and a second by Judy it was approved for the above action to be carried out.  Farrell Smyth will contact House Doc.

The painting of garage doors was the second item of old business.  An estimate of $1328 for labor and supplies was submitted by Ferrell Smyth.  Judy made a motion with a second from Margie to accept the painting bid.  Work will start when the rainy season has ended.

Judy asked if there is a need to have further termite inspection done since there was some minor infestation in condo 3038.  The consensus of those present was that no additional inspections are needed at the present time.          
The next board meeting will be held on Saturday, October 8, 2011.  Time and location  will be announced at a later date.
There were three items to be discussed at the executive session.

The meeting was closed in due form by Tony Barretta at 9:25 A.M.
