A quorum being present, the meeting was called to order at 9:15 AM by Ivan Cliff, following an inspection of the condominium property at 8:30 AM. All board members present attended the inspection, and FS was represented by Sonia Lopez.

MINUTES:

It was MSP for the minutes of the February 6, 2010 meeting to be approved with amendments. Under the Emergency Phone Number section, Electrocraft is added as an additional emergency number for after hours emergencies.
FINANCIAL REPORT:

A review of the Association financials was made. Expenses appear to be in order and the current amount of reserves at Rabobank is $32,721.12.
OLD BUSINESS:

Repair and Maintenance List

The general appearance of the complex was very good. The property inspection before the Board meeting showed that the action steps from the 2/6/10 inspection have been completed. 
Dryer Vent Cleaning
Many units had their dryer vents cleaned and the covers replaced. F/S will notify those owners whose vents have not been done that they must complete repairs on their own, or F/S will have it done at their expense.
Sidewalk Repair
The sidewalk repairs have not been completed. A new proposal was presented to the Board and discussed to coat the raised area with a hard rubber PIP coating similar to that used on playgrounds. This would smooth out the raised sections and keep further raising by tree roots from causing sharp edges between sections, keeping the walkway level. The bid for the work was for a total of $5,228. Christine Austin will check references on similar work done by the city of Morro bay, and see if a bid can be solicited from a local contractor.
Tree Removal


The trees by 375 A, were removed, but not all the grinding of their stumps and roots was completed. Sonia Lopez will contact the tree service for an explanation, as well as to request payment for repairing damaged fence boards caused by the removal.
Emergency Phone Number

The Board listened to, and approved, the directions F/S added to their after hours phone number, notifying tenants who to call in case of plumbing or electrical emergencies. 

Patio Enclosures
The patio enclosure walls for 355C, 375C, and 385C have been replaced. The enclosure for 355 C needs to be painted.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Tree Planting:
The city requires replacing the 5 trees that were cut down with 7 new trees from the city’s list of approved types. F/S will find out from our landscaper if trees matching or similar to, the one to the left of the complex entry are on the approved tree list. If so, three trees of that type will be planted at the following locations:
· To the right of the complex entry

· On the East side of the garbage dumpster enclosure

· To the left of unit 385A









Four Flowering Plum trees will be planted at 4 of the following locations:

· To the left of 355D on the East side

· By 365B on the East side

· Between the stairwell and patio of 365 E and D

· Two trees in the corner on the west side of 375A

· By 385C on the West side

The best locations for these trees will be determined by our landscaper. F/S will solicit a bid to plant the trees in the root containment baskets the city uses to prevent future sidewalk damage, and to install any necessary upgrades to the irrigation equipment to water the new trees.
Slurry Sealing:

The Board MSP to accept a bid for $960.00 from Toste Construction to slurry seal and patch the parking lot, and repaint the fire lane “No Parking” strip.

There being no further business to come before the meeting, the meeting was adjourned at 10:30 AM. The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for Saturday, October 23, 2010, at 9:30 A.M.
