MALLARD GREEN HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

Minutes of the Annual Members Meeting, July 28, 2010
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The meeting was called to order by Board President Larry Cohn at 6:34 p.m. at the Mallard Green Residence Green.  Other Board Members present were Glenn Oden, Corie Muriset, and Brent Parker.  Board Member Rob Strong was absent.  Approximately fifty residents attended, and a quorum was established with a total of 30 units being represented either in person or by proxy.  Sonia Lopez represented FarrellSmyth.

Minutes:  Karen Gray moved and Corie Muriset seconded that the minutes from the 2009 Annual Meeting be approved as written.  With no discussion or changes offered, the association unanimously approved the minutes from the 2009 Annual Meeting.

Financial Report:  Treasurer Corie Muriset gave the following financial report:  Cash in the Operating Account increased since January 1 by $17,385 from $76,844 to $94,229.  The main reasons for this were a tax return of $5,698, a return of prepaid insurance of $2,705 and lower water costs of $6,392.
Morgan Stanley investment accounts have decreased over the same time from
$271,957 to $232,538 as we have paid for painting and misc. repairs.  This
should increase in the fall as we finish our painting for the year.
Total cash has decreased by $22,034, from $348,801 to $326,767.
We have no homeowners behind in paying their monthly dues.

Committee Reports:  

A. Architectural Review Committee:  Chairman Glenn Oden reported the following: 
1. Spectrum Painting has finished the house painting for this year. They will return to 
    paint the block walls on the Canvasback Place side when they finish their current 
    project. They will also be cleaning and lettering the “guest” parking roll stoppers.
2. Two contractors have been contacted to bid on the repairs of the Kelly home at 2299 
    Spoonbill Court (ongoing defect issue).  When finished, this will be the final home to  

    be repaired by the HOA for latent defects.  The HOA will continue to help 

    homeowners with latent defect warranty issues. 
3. We are talking to two contractors regarding slurry coating the streets. We will attempt 
     to have the coating completed long before the first rain.
 4. Bozarth Construction will be doing repairs, under their warranty, on the decks of three 
     homes adjacent to the green. Work should start soon.
Landscape Committee:  No formal report was made.  David Gray was asked to give an impromptu report, which he was graceful enough to do.  David’s main message was that if any homeowner has a landscape issue they should put it in writing to the Landscape Chairperson.  David was thanked by all in attendance for all of his service to make Mallard Green the paradise it is.     
Nominations & Voting:  

Nominations:  Larry Cohn reported that Rob Strong has decided he currently does not have the time needed to be a Board Member, and has withdrawn his name from consideration for the Board. The Board acknowledged Rob’s service on the Board for the past year.
Corie Muriset nominated Gary Beall for the Board.  Brent Parker seconded the nomination.  Gary accepted the nomination.  As there were no further nominations from the floor, a motion to close the voting per the voting instructions was seconded and approved. Homeowners were allowed to collect their ballots, make any changes, and resubmit them.  The inspector of election, Sonia Lopez was excused to verify and count the ballots.

Voting:  Sonia Lopez reported that Brent Parker, Gary Beall, and Larry Cohn had received the most votes, and been elected to the Board for a two year term.   Sonia announced that the Federal Revenue Ruling 70-604, had been approved. 
Open Forum:  Helene Frainer recognized Terese Parker, Chairperson, and all those that helped to coordinate the great potluck before the meeting.  On behalf of all residents of Mallard Green, Sandee Menege thanked the Board for all their hard work during the past year. 
Announcement of Next Meeting:  The next regular Board meeting will be held at 3:30 PM, October 13, 2010 at the Avila Bay Club.

Adjournment:  Glenn Oden moved and Corie Muriset seconded the motion to adjourn.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:20 PM.
