Board of Directors meeting

September 26, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 9:08 AM. Board members present were Sam Blank And Joni Napala-Pappas via conference call. Owner present was Mike Wellman (1724 Farrier). Also present was Sonia Lopez from Farrell Smyth Property Management.

Approval of Minutes – The minutes from the May 30, 2009 meeting were read and approved.

Financial Report – The balance in the operating account is $35,981.48 and the balance in the reserve account is $34,972.29. The total funds available to the association are $70,953.77.

Landscape Report – 

The landscaping service ballots were mailed out for a vote. The results are as follows: There are a total of 18 detached homes. 13 Voted. 7 yes, 6 no. 

There are a total of 12 Homes on Devual Ranch Rd. 11 Voted. 4 yes, 7 no. 

There are a total of 23 twin homes. 18 Voted. 10 yes, 8 no.

The vote DID NOT Pass. Landscaping will remain the same.

A special thanks to all homeowners for participating in this vote.

The units below were cited for landscaping violations and will be receiving a letter from the association. 1732 Singletree, 1771 Tonini, 1957 Devual Ranch, 1781 Farrier, 1784 Farrier.

Mike Wellman will be joining the landscape committee and volunteering his time to assist with landscaping items.

Old Business – 

Paving- The board did approve the landscaping bid to seal all roads and alleys. However, it was learned that streets are maintained by the city and will be paved by the city within the next 2 years. This will allow the association to save the allotted funds in the reserve account. 

 New Business – 

Twin Home Painting – There was a bid presented by Browder painting to paint the wood trim and front doors on all twin homes for $38,690 with a deduction of $2430 if the work was scheduled to be begin in January to March 2010. The Board approved the bid at $36,260, this amount excludes $2430. All owners will be contacted by Browder painting to schedule the painting.

Five Year Funding Plan – The board was presented with the five-year reserve study plan which details the HOA funding plan for projects within the next five years. For 2010, the painting of the wood on the twin homes is the only expense. Currently, there is sufficient funds in the reserve account to pay for this expense. All owners will be receiving this information with their Annual disclosure packets in November.

2010 Budget – The Board approved the 2010 budget. There will not be a dues increase or special assessment for 2010. All owners will be receiving this information with their Annual disclosure packets in November.

Next meeting date – The next meeting is the Annual meeting where owners will be voted to the board. There is currently one vacancy on the board. Sam Blank and Joni Napala-Pappas will be running for another 2-year term. If you are interested in running for the board, candidate forms will be mailed in November. 

Adjournment – There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 10 AM.  The next meeting will be the Annual meeting scheduled for January 30, 2010 at 9:00 AM
