MEETING MINUTES

June 2, 2009

Dr. Fishburn called the meeting to order at 5:33 p.m.

Financial Report:

All dues are current. The balance in the operating account is $11,450.26. It was noted by Dr. Fishburn that all invoices and statements are to be reviewed monthly by Dr. Lickness, Secretary/Treasurer. Due to lack of funds necessary to pay the paving bill, discussion will continue under new business-special assessment. 

Old Business:

1. The Board would like a bid from Browder painting for the fascia boards. Many south facing boards are blistering and cracking as well as some West facing boards.

New Business

1. Paving – The balance of work to be performed in the North staff parking lot by Toste will be completed after the roll-off is removed from Cedar Creek in September.

2. Special Assessment – After discussion, it was proposed that a $10,000 assessment be made between all owners. This will cover the shortage to complete the paving and carry over some money toward the roofing for 2010. Dr. Lickness motioned and Charles Kamm seconded. The special assessment will be effective 8/1/09. The assessment shall reflect the same owner percentage as is made with the monthly dues. Approximate allocations are as follows: Suite A – 33%, Suite B – 16%, Suite C – 32%, and Suite D- 19%.

3. Dues Increase- Dr. Lickness proposed a 20% dues increase, effective 8/1/09. Dr. Lickness motioned and Charles Kamm seconded. This will also assist in covering the roof expenses in 2010.

4. Farrell Smyth will get a bid to grind the concrete walkways where needed. 

5. The Board discussed the proposal letter by Larry Smyth. The Board agreed that the special assessment be considered of utmost importance and that the highest possible late fee will be assessed for delinquent assessments as is applicable under the documents.  

The meeting was adjourned at 6:55 PM. The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, October 13th, 2009 at 5:30pm in Suite B.
