RULES AND REGULATIONS

OF THE ALTA VISTA WOODS HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

The Rules and Regulations of the Association are intended to govern the details of the operation and the use of the Common Areas, and to establish restrictions and requirements for the use and maintenance of the Subdivision interests. They are designed to prevent unreasonable use of the respective Subdivision interests and the Common Area by the Homeowners, tenants of the Homeowners and their guests. The Board of Directors of the Alta Vista Woods Homeowners Association may amend the Rules and Regulations from time to time.

1. Each Homeowner shall keep his Subdivision Interest in a good state or preservation and cleanliness.

2. The sidewalks, entrances, and driveways must not be obstructed or encumbered or used for any purpose other than ingress and egress to and from the Subdivision Interests.

3. Motorcycles, bicycles and mopeds must not be ridden on the lawns or walkways, and shall not be parked in any Subdivision Interest, locked to trees, light posts, handrails, building structures, or parked on the sidewalks or parked in the fire lanes.

4. Possession or use of alcoholic beverages or the use of glass containers is prohibited in the Common Areas or grounds.

5. Owners shall not cause or permit any disturbing noises or objectionable odors to be produced upon or emanated from their Subdivision Interests. Owners and their lessees, employees and invitees shall conform to the City Noise Ordinance, Section 9.12 of the San Luis Obispo Municipal Code.

6. Barbecues are permitted on or in the patio areas only.

7. No sign, advertisement, notice or lettering shall be exhibited, inscribed, painted or affixed on any part of the outside of any unit, or hung from windows, or placed on a window sill without the prior written consent of the Board of Directors except as provided in the declaration.

8. No radio or television aerials or other projections shall be attached to the outside walls or roof of any Subdivision Interest. Climbing or walking on the roof can cause serious damage to the roof and can cause bodily injury and is not permitted.

9. There shall be no parking within the Common Area other than in assigned parking spaces. Temporary parking shall mean parking of delivery trucks, service vehicles, and other commercial vehicles being used in the furnishing of services to the Association or the homeowner’s use of his Subdivision Interest. No Homeowner shall construct, repair, service, or maintain any motor vehicle on any portion of the Common Area, except for emergency repairs. There shall be no outside storage of boats, aircraft, campers, motor/mobile homes, and trailers, or the storage of long-term inoperable vehicles.

10. Each Homeowner shall be required to park his/her vehicles in the carport parking space assigned to his Subdivision Interest. Parking spaces assigned to the Homeowner’s unit are reserved for the sole use of the Homeowner, or Homeowner’s tenants, or his/her tenant’s temporary guests. Designated Guest Parking shall be for the sole use of the Homeowner, the Homeowner’s tenants known guest’s on a first come, first served basis and shall not be used by any one vehicle for a period of time exceeding eight continuous hours.

11. It shall be the duty of the Association to remove or cause to be removed any vehicle or vehicles, which are parked in any unauthorized area. The removal costs, and any storage costs will be the responsibility of the vehicle's owner. Notice that unauthorized vehicles will be towed away at the vehicle owner’s expense shall be conspicuously posted in each parking area and at the entrance to the Project.

12. The Board of Directors of the Association or its designee shall have the right of access of any Subdivision Interest for the purpose of making inspections, repairs, replacements, or improvements, or to remedy certain conditions, which would result in damage to other portions of the Project or other Subdivision Units. In the event the inspection finds vermin, insects, or other pests, it may take such measures, as it deems necessary to control or exterminate same. The Association at its sole cost and expense shall repair any damage to the Subdivision Interest resulting from such entry.

13. There shall be no outside storage areas attached or used in conjunction with any Subdivision Interest.

14. Any violation which would endanger the welfare of residents, guest, security or property will automatically be assessed a fine of $1,000.00 or more.

15. Any inquires regarding the violations of these Rules and Regulations should be addressed to the Board of Directors of the Alta Vista Woods Homeowners Association c/o Farrell Smyth, Inc. @ 21 Santa Rosa Street, Suite 100 San Luis Obispo, Ca  93405.

16. The Property Management company contracted by the Association (Farrell Smyth, Inc.) and other agents of the Property Management company or the Association as may be appointed from time to time, have the authority to serve Notices of Violation on Homeowners and or their tenants of violations of the Covenants, Conditions & Restrictions, and the Rules and Regulations of the Association relating to unlawful use of the Subdivision Interest, the Common Areas, and the facilities. The Association shall charge the Homeowner an enforcement fee to cover the cost of enforcing the CC&R’s and Rules and Regulations. The enforcement fee shall be the as follows:

First Violation – 
A warning letter is issued to the Homeowner

Second Violation - 
A $50.00 fine

Third Violation - 
A $100.00 fine

Fourth Violation -
A $250.00 fine

On the fifth or subsequent violation the Association may enforce the penalties provided in Article VII, Section 1 paragraph (h) of the Covenants, Conditions & Restrictions of the Association against the Homeowner and the residents of the Unit.

Enforcement fees shall be due and payable on issuance of the Notice of Violation, and shall become delinquent 15 days thereafter. A late charge of ten percent (10%) shall be levied against delinquent enforcement fees. Interest shall accrue on delinquent enforcement fees from the date of delinquency at the maximum rate permitted by law until paid in full.

Any consent or approval given under these Rules and Regulations may be added to, amended or repealed at any time by a resolution of the Association
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
