SEABREEZE HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

Rules and Regulations

The Rules and Regulations of the Association are intended to govern the details of the operation and use of the Common Area and to establish restrictions and requirements for the use of the Subdivision Interest. They are designed to prevent unreasonable use of the respective Subdivision Interest and the Common Area by the owners. These Rules and Regulations may be modified or amended periodically by the Board of Directors of the Association.

Compliance with these regulations are an obligation of each resident and will contribute to making the community a better place to live. Failure to comply with these rules and regulations will result in fines to the owner of the property, regardless of occupancy. All Homeowners are compulsory members of this Association.

Use of individually owned and common area property within Seabreeze is governed by two documents. They are: The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions (CC&R’s) and the By-Laws of the Seabreeze Condominium Owner’s Association.

Residents who are renting in Seabreeze must also comply with the Association Rules and Regulations.

NOTE: Whenever the word “owner” is used, the word “Tenant” applies equally.

1. Each owner shall keep his residence in a good state of preservation and cleanliness.

2. The sidewalks, entrances, and driveways must not be obstructed, encumbered, or used for any other purpose that would impede ingress and egress.

3. Employees of any employing property owner may not gather, lounge, or congregate in the Common Areas or grounds.

4. Owners shall not cause or permit any disturbing noises or objectional odors to be produced upon or eminate from their residence. Quiet hours are 9:00 P.M. to 7:00 A.M. Monday - Thursday and 10:00 P.M. to 7:00 A.M. Friday – Sunday. Loud noises, music, and activities disruptive to other occupants of the complex will not be tolerated, regardless of the hour.

5. No sign, advertisement, notice or lettering shall be exhibited, inscribed, painted, or affixed by any owner, contractor or sub-contractor, on any exterior part of any residence, hung from windows or placed on window sills without prior written consent of the Board of Directors of the Seabreeze Condominium Owner’s Association, except as provided in the CC& R’s.

6. No radio or television aerials or other projections shall be attached to the outside walls or roof of any residence, unless submitted to and approved in writing by the Board of Directors, prior to installation.

7. No animals other than those described in the CC& R’s shall be kept or harbored within the premises. In no event shall a dog be permitted in any portion of the project unless on a leash. Owners walking their pets are obligated to pick up and dispose of any waste deposits made by their pet(s). Consider the interests of your neighbors with respect to unduly loud and disturbing barking etc. from pets.

8. No vehicle belonging to an owner or their employee, guest, or visitor, shall be parked in such a manner as to impede or prevent ready access to any entrance or exits from the residential lots or parking areas in the project by any other vehicles. The Association retains the right to have removed or impounded at vehicle owner’s expense, any vehicle parked in an unauthorized area.  The speed limit within the project is 10 MPH and is to be strictly complied with. Violations will result in valid violations and violators will be cited. All Residents are to park in assigned spaces only.
9. The Board or its’ designee shall have the right to access any residential unit for the purpose of making inspections, repairs, replacements or improvements, or to remedy conditions which would result in damage to other portions of the project. In the event such inspections reveals the presence of vermin, insects, or other pets, the Board may take such measures as it deems necessary to control or exterminate same, at the property owner’s sole expense.

10. All non-resident owners will provide tenant names, number of occupants, address, phone numbers, and vehicle license numbers to the Association within 10 days of ratification of these rules or new tenancy.

11. There shall be no outside storage areas attached to or used in conjunction with any residence.

12. All landings, stairs, and breezeways are to remain clear of furnishings, planters, and other objects that could compromise fire and hazard safety.

13. Complaints regarding the services of the project shall be made in writing to the Board or its’ agent(s).

14. Skateboarding, rollerblading, roller-skating, and bicycle riding is expressly prohibited in Common Areas including parking lots. Homeowners and their guests involved in violations will be held responsible for any accidents or injuries resulting from such violations of this rule.

15. No business or commercial trade, manufacturing or assembly of materials is to be conducted within the project. No Hazardous Materials as defined by OSHA and the Environmental Protection Agency are to be stored in or on any property within the project. This project is zoned for Single Family Residence only. Any deviation must be in compliance with the Home Occupation Permit requirements of the City of Grover Beach. Occupancy of each unit shall comply with current Health and Safety Codes.

16. All garbage shall be deposited in covered containers or plastic bags. No tires, auto parts, appliances, or hazardous materials shall be placed in dumpsters. Anyone violating this rule shall be subject to second violation fines and assessment of surcharges from sanitation provider. No individual refuse disposal provided. Each resident including minors shall be responsible for their own litter removal. Violators are subject to Anti-Litter Laws and prosecution thereof.
17. Sales to the public i.e. Garage and Yard Sales, etc. are permitted providing prior written permission has been obtained from the Board of Directors. The Board requires a minimum of two (2) weeks notice.

18. Automotive repairs/overhauls of any kind including but not limited to oil changes are prohibited in parking lot/area. No vehicle washing is permitted in common areas or utilizing Association water spigots. Violators will be fined and assessed for excess water consumption.
19. All Violations will have a warning notice sent to the owner’s prior to a fine being levied. The Fine Schedule for Seabreeze Condominium Owner’s Association is as follows:

First Violation:




WARNING LETTER

Second Violation:




$25.00

Third Violation:




$50.00

Fourth Violation or subsequent violation:

$100.00

An additional clerical fee of $10.00 will be charged for the processing of every valid violation.

20. Any consent or approval given under these Rules and Regulations may be added to, amended, or repealed at any time by resolution of the Board of Directors.
